Evans was born in Bristol and was a pupil of Francis Danby in 1826. He is recorded as a drawing master in
Bristol the following year and remained in the city until at least 1832. He lived in North Wales, near Bettws-y-
Coed for a period and visited Germany and Italy for two years in the early 1850s.
Richborough Castle is a Roman and later Saxon fort in Richborough near Sandwich. In the foreground is
the river Stour.
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
